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The Modern Art Centre Tessandra in association with TMS Gallery
introduces the exhibition of the three Georgian Artists Tamaz Varvaridze,
Sophie  Kintsurashvili  and Guram Cibachashvili. This collaborative
work supported by the Modern Art Centre Tessandra is the first big

exhibition-manifestation ol the Cenlre.

Tamaz Varvaridze, the artist of a metaphysical plan, whos
main concern in his graphic works is establishing of a mental
order of the feelings and perception, al this exhibition is

presented mainly by objects. Varvaridze's main work for (his
exhibition Woman represents an ohjecl of conceptual thinking
with an eye on perpetnal arrangement of things of everyday
life. In the display of ballerina’s figure in a slate of grace,
under press of the usual lools of the usual housewife,
Varvaridze is trying to conceptually change his view through
poster (this project was created as a poster in late 1970s) to an
object and somehow rearrange his pereeptional abililies.

Sophie Kintsurashvili's I Am stands not so far from her
“usual® part-object abstract paintings. It represenis a try lo
move her oeuvre from the walls and two dimensional to the
space and three dimensional arl. Concepts of rearrangement of
the things as body parts rather than usual portraits with the
help of the mirror represents a perfect example of the part
object thinking (Kleinian theory). All the different heads seen
in an object are the parts of the one abstract individuality and its/others
perception of “him™.

Guram Cibachashvili, proffessional art photographer, represenis his
(photo) objects as relation between the icon and fetish and the non-icon and
non-fetish. Objects, presented by Cibachashvili in a form of the boxes without
value itself are the samples of his concern on reliable or non-reliable human
values. One of the man boxes of this series represents a photo of the night lamp
and the part of the street in light of it. Photo is painted in red and thus the
author is trying to give (rise) the value of the thing presented.
